In Remembrance: Zachary Webb Montoya (July 12, 1988 oNovember 23, 2009)

Zachary had an extraordinary amount of courage, enthusiasm and spirit. A
sparking charismatic child, kind and artistic, he. was born in Hanford,
California, to-Michele and Chet Montoya. The family then moved to
Coalinga.. As he grew older, his love for graphic arts grew and he added
music to his repertoire, starting as a drummer and moving on to lead singer
in'a local band. He studied drama, performing at Coalinga High School and
West _Hills College. Films, books and graphic novels became a passion,
along with foreign policy debate a  nd philosophy.

At age 14 Zachary needed a transplant for an unknown virus that disabled
his<own heart. He entered medical trial s to help others with similar
ailments and to reduce invasive biopsies. He was soon up and running
playing golf and off to co llege at the San Francisco Academy of Art and
Fresno City College . Despite major medical challenges, Zachary attended WHCC over the last

few years.

In September of 2009 Zachary was diagnosed once again with an ailing heart, and was accepted
for a second heart transplant. On November 23 Zachary passed from massive heart failure.

A follow -up ‘session is'scheduled for this month . The UBMS students will work with Mr. Sexton

to come up with an experiment and presentation involving corn worms. They will then meet
with Dr. Wilson and other students arou nd the state to present their findings at a USDA science
lab.
