Residence Halls - Rent & Meal Plans

Starting next year our fees for living i n the dorms and the cafeteria will increase significantly ,
something which has not happened for many years. In 2010 -2011 Residence Halls rent will  be
$1,500 per term. Meal Plans will be $2,130 per term. Individual cafeteria meal prices will go up
to $6, $7, $8.50 for breakfast, lunch and dinner respectively. These fee increases will take

place because of increasing costs that have resulted in expenditures exceeding revenues. The

new fee structure will also  bring our charges more in line with other Calif ornia  Community
Colleges.
