For those who are interested, Business Forensics builds upon the busine ss administration core
with a strong forensics component. If focuses on organizational behavior and helps identify
guestionable business practices from corporate fraud to general white collar crime. It aids in
developing and implementing preventative meas ures to ensure corporate integrity. You learn
to strategically resolve fraud and business forensics issues. It also touches on behavioral
science to discover motivation for a breach of integrity. You learn to communicate fraud
findings to a variety of au diences, and help ensure that your organization is held to a high
standard of business ethics. Possible career choices are Law Enforcement Officer, Loss
Prevention Manager, Independent Fraud Examiner, Private Investigator and Government Fraud
Examiner. The median annual salary for a fraud prevention manager is $66k.
