Summer School(s) on Campus

June 20th through July 3rd is when regular Summer Session will be held at WHCC and NDC. In
addition to these regular classes, special student groups will study at West Hills. Twenty
teachers from Shenyang, China will stay on campus for 6-7 weeks. They will be observing
instruction and also taking classes to improve their English skills. Upward Bound will provide a
residential program for approximately 70 high school students. A group.of 40 Hmong high
school students from the Migrant Education program in Fresno County will reside on campus
for 3 weeks for English language immersion and college residential experience. A group of
approximately 36 adult students from Kern County will reside on campus for 5 weeks with a
focus on GED and' CAHSEE preparation and completion:. Fresno County Office of Migrant
Education will utilize the West Hills campus to provide an educational program for
approximately 60 /4"-6" graders. A similar program will be held at the North District Center
and both programs will focus on writing development and fine arts.

Vince Motte - A Celebration of Life

A Celebration of Life was held at WHCC on Saturday, April 17 for Vince
Motte. Mr. Motte died at the age of 96. He received an honorary degree
from West Hills College Coalinga in 2009 for his contributions to the
college and to the community.

Motte left an indelible mark on Coalinga. Part of his legacy can be seen in
the clock tower in downtown Coalinga, the water fountain across the street
from the high school, and the weather station at West Hills Community
College - all of which he helped bring about. He and his father, along with
local merchants, helped to plant the seeds of higher education in Coalinga.
