MEASURE C PASSES WITH 64% APPROVAL 
 

West Hills College Coalinga students will reap the benefits of voter support for Measure C, a local higher 
education bond measure that passed on Nov. 4

th
.  With 64 percent of voters in Coalinga and Huron in 

favor, Measure C will provide $11.6 million in local higher education bonds that must be spent in those 
communities.  These funds will serve as the local match for up to $50 million in state higher education 
bond funds that will be available during coming years. 
 
Measure C will help fund the following facilities projects: 
 

 An agriculture science facility to be built at the WHCC Farm of the Future 

 Joint use community sports fields 

 A solar energy system 

 Modernization for the Speech Arts Music (SAM) building 

 Other building modernizations including the residence halls and classrooms 

 A new allied health classroom building 

 A learning center in Huron 

West Hills College Lemoore also had a bond on the Nov. 4
th
 ballot, which also passed with 64 percent 

support in the communities of Lemoore, Avenal and Riverdale.  The northern area of WHCCD passed a 
similar measure for $11.8 million in June.  That money will be used at North District Center, Firebaugh 
and in the communities of Mendota, Tranquillity and San Joaquin. 
 
Congratulations to everyone that contributed to the passage of Measure C.  We had outstanding student 
support, community support, and employee support in executing the campaign.
