Selection Criteria and Procedures:
e Must be a member, in good standing, of CSF for four semesters of high school or be CSF eligible as
verified by a high school counselor or principal.
e Must have a high school GPA of at least 3.5 and no grade of D or below for 10" - 12" grades.
e Must include a copy of high school transcripts.
e Must enroll as a full-time student carrying a minimum of 12 units per semester at West Hills
Community College Coalinga or North District Center.
o You may enroll online at: www.westhillscollege.com (go to: My West Hills College Portal)
e Must complete the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) at: www.fafsa.ed.gov
o All students MUST apply for the FAFSA. Non-eligibility will NOT disqualify you for the
President’s Scholars Program.
o ABb540 students MUST include a copy of their waiver (available at WHCC Financial Aid Office).
e Must submit an application and the Letter of Verification (page 4) completed by the high school CSF
Advisor or counselor.
e Application deadline is May 1, 2009. For application details ask your high school CSF advisor or
school counselor. Call 559-934-2327 for additional information.

Criteria for Retaining Scholarship:
¢ Must maintain a minimum cumulative GPA of 3.2 or higher while enrolled at West Hills College.

e Must enroll in a minimum for 12 units each semester.
e The President’'s Scholarship does not pay for repeated classes.
e Recipients are asked to see a counselor twice a semester to monitor academic progress.
e Failure to meet these criteria may result in cancellation of the scholarship.
