This requirement may 
be demonstrated through one of the following methods:  1) 2 years of the same 
foreign language in high school with C-grades or higher, 2) completing formal 
schooling through 6th grade or higher at an institution where the language of 
instruction is not English or 3) completing SPAN-002 or higher at WHCC with a 
grade of C or higher.  Please consult with your counselor to see which method 
works best for you! 

• Please consult with counselor for minimum transfer grade requirements. 
• Fall admissions deadline for California State University (CSU) and University of 

California (UC) institutions is November 30th! Please check individual deadlines for 
all other universities.
